April 12, 2020 

Look back at today’s sermon text, Luke 24:1-12. What do you notice 
in the story that you hadn’t before? 

Why is it important that the King was buried? Why is it necessary 
for Christians to believe that Jesus really died and was buried? 

What does it mean that the King undoes death? Do we have to 
fear death anymore? Why? 

How does the King give hope?  

What kind of hope does Jesus give you? Why do you need this hope 
today? 

Who do you need to tell about the hope of Jesus? 

If you have time, read some or all of the rest of Luke 24. What do 
Jesus’ post-resurrection interactions teach you about Him? 

Spend some time today, either alone or as a family, praying and 
thanking God that Jesus is alive.

Use these questions to discuss the Good Friday sermon as a 
family or to reflect on your own: 

Look again at Luke 23:32-43. What stands out to you about this 
story? 

How would you describe the two criminals crucified with Jesus? 

How does the criminal who was saved demonstrate how we can 
come to faith in Jesus? What did He believe about Himself and 
about Jesus? 

Why is the death of Jesus good news for you? 

Read the rest of Luke 23 before closing in prayer. Thank God for 
saving sinners.
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
